Bengaluru: With the aim of
reducing dropout rates of
students from lower income
groups, Abhyudaya, a city
based not-for-profit organisa-
tion conducted 110 days of
special classes for over 250
SSLC students. The classes
were held in different parts
of the city and more than 60
students who sat for these
classes have scored a mini-
mum 85%. Children of weav-
ers, painters, drivers and
vegetable vendors were regu-
lars to class.

“I was scared of maths,
science and English gram-
mar;” said Varshitha HP from
Carmel Public School who
secured 89%.
